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GUIDELINES FOR CLASSIFICATION OF AISA SPORTS AS ESTABLISHED BY THE AISA ATHLETIC COMMITTEE ON AUGUST 3, 2011
EFFECTIVE 2012-2013 & 2013-2014
Classification for FOOTBALL will be based on the ADM (Average Daily Membership) of BOYS in grades 8-11 for the 2011-2012 school year; 1st through 5th monthly report. 

NOTE:  The total enrollment for grades 8-11 will be used to break a tie if two or more schools have the same ADM for BOYS.

Classification for VOLLEYBALL will be based on the ADM (Average Daily Membership) of GIRLS in grades 8-11 for the 2011-2012 school year; 1st through 5th monthly report.. Volleyball – count only girls for volleyball and keep two classes and areas.

NOTE:  The total enrollment for grades 8-11 will be used to break a tie if two or more schools have the same ADM for GIRLS.

Classification for ALL SPORTS (excluding football and volleyball) will be based on the ADM (Average Daily Membership) of BOYS AND GIRLS in grades 8-11 for the 2011-2012  school year; 1st through 5th monthly report.. 

THE INTENT TO PARTICIPATE IN AISA SPORTS FORM/SURVEY will be sent out no later than SEPTEMBER 30TH and will be due to the AISA OFFICE no later than NOVEMBER 1ST.  This survey will give us a tally of how many schools will play in each sport.
Division of classes/regions/areas will be determined by the AISA Athletic Committee after the school  INTENT TO PARTICIPATE survey forms are received and enrollment numbers (monthly reports) are calculated.
