AISA Athletic Handbook, page 16, IX. Transfer:


NOTE! Additions to sports eligibility list will not be allowed after the opening date of 
the sport season as listed on the AISA Calendar of Events, unless the bona-fide move rule 
criteria has been met and all other transfer rules complied with.  Exception:  An 
exception to this rule may be made provided the students were enrolled in the school 
for the first twenty (20) days as set forth by 2009-2010 AISA Calendar of Events.  This 
is effective for the 2009-2010 basketball season.  Vote unanimous.
6. Patrician and Marengo Pee Wee/Jr. High Football Game—Mr. Beck issued and discussed letters sent to Patrician and Marengo for playing a pee wee/junior high football game without certified officials.
7. Shelby Re-Opening –Action needed—Mr. Beck and Mr. Oswald discussed the possibility of Shelby Academy re-opening for the next school year.  A motion was made by Mr. John Westbrook and a second by Mr. John Johnson that AISA Accreditation/Athletic Policies will apply to Shelby Academy or any other new member school that joins the Association.  Vote unanimous.
