New Business:

1. State Volleyball Brackets 2009—Mr. Beck issued and discussed 2009 State Volleyball Brackets.
2. Montgomery Officials’ Letter—Mr. Beck issued and discussed a letter of reinstatement concerning a Montgomery Association basketball official.  A motion made by Mr. Art Sullivan and a second by Mr. Ricky McLaney to reinstate the official for the 2009-2010 basketball season on a probationary period.  Vote 9-0-1.
3. Termite/Pee Wee Football—Mr. Beck issued a copy of the AISA Pee Wee/Termite guidelines and discussed concerns with the Committee.
4. Soccer Meeting—Mr. Beck discussed with the Committee that seven AISA schools would be competing in soccer this season.
5. Officials’ Fees—Mr. Beck discussed with the Committee officials’ pay and mileage that involve AISA schools.  He asked the Committee to check with schools in their area and find out the schools’ thoughts and suggestions.
6. Enterprise Prep Volleyball Proposal—Mr. Beck issued and discussed a letter from Enterprise Prep concerning volleyball all-stars.  The Committee decided to keep the all-star format that we have in place.
7. Cheer Coaches’ Proposal—Mr. Beck issued and discussed a proposal from the cheer coaches concerning cheerleading conflicts with other sports.  The Committee decided this was local level business at each individual school.
8. Clarke Prep / Edgewood Volleyball—Mr. Beck discussed with the Committee that Clarke Prep and Edgewood had different views on which school would host their region volleyball game.  
9. Football Rankings as of Week 6—Mr. Beck issued and discussed with the Committee the football rankings at week 6.
Other:  Mr. Russ Brown discussed AISA Athletic Eligibility with the Committee concerning students being enrolled in an AISA school at the beginning of the school year.  Mr. Brown also wanted to clarify that grades 7-9 are considered Junior High and anything above 9th grade is considered Junior Varsity or Varsity.
Coaches’ Association – Coach Lott:  Coach Lott and Mr. Beck discussed the possibility of competing against the Georgia Independent School Association in all-star events.
