Tips for Preparing/Selecting Students to Take the 6th, 7th, 8th Grade Math Test

 

1.  With the exception of solving a few very simple equations, there is no algebra on this test.

 

2.  Since calculators are not allowed, review students on adding, subtracting, multiplying, dividing, and raising to an exponent - whole numbers, mixed numbers, fractions, decimals, signed numbers. 

 

3.  Also, review the following:

        a.  word problems involving percents

        b.  basic math vocabulary

        c.  ratios and proportions

        d.  changing fractions to percents, percents to decimals, fractions to mixed numbers, etc.

        e.  absolute value

        f .  ordering numbers

        g.  GCF and LCM

        h.  basic metric and English units

        i.   organizing data

        j.   order of operations

        k.  simple interest problems

        l.   area-perimeter-volume problems

        m. square roots up to 225

        n.  simple probability problems

        o.  scientific notation

        p.  rounding

        q.  estimating
